When it first appeared, the web represented an open environment, owned by nobody, which allowed people to practice many activities, and publish all they want. Over time, this picture has changed gradually, and the Internet has been under the influence of several dominances, including the dominance of countries and companies. This had an impact on the freedom of electronic expression and privacy and innovation within the virtual space of the International Network of the Web.
Soon, different countries began, through its laws and legislators, to extend its control over this new tool for communication and expression. The United States, for example, enacted several laws for government intervention in the Internet, under the pretext of protection of intellectual property sometimes, or to protect private property at other times. Its courts issued judgments about the Internet in more than one occasion, as exemplified in the case of the site «Napster» for music files, which we stopped by an American sentence.   It enacted «Digital Millennium copyright act». American laws were also issued that allow the executive authorities to track down and confiscate computers of people who abuse of intellectual property rights, including music files.
 Many countries have followed the example of America, and have enacted new laws or tightened her intellectual property laws. Such practices limit the freedom of electronic and increase the control of states on this network, more than they do for other Medias.
 A lot of countries have used the electronic techniques of control. China has got huge devices that can prevent the entry of the Chinese into the political sites, as well as tracking those who defy the ban. The Chinese government has used several techniques for filtering e-mail messages, allowing extraction of messages that include political words.
Thus we can say that the conflict moved from the upper class, where e-content is being circulated, to «logical layer», where companies and countries are trying to control the Internet protocols also, after that there was a long time of belief in its freedom.
Legislation in the Arab world is unfair and needs to be reviewed. The reason is the lack of specialization of this new branch of law, and the lack of knowledge about its developments. Arab Justice is far from the new changes and tries to resort to traditional school metaphors which does not help in a lot of cases, and greatly harms the human rights and does waste interests. You cannot talk about the lack of Arabic web sites (which are barely 1% of the sites on the network), or the small number of the users, regardless of the approach which governs the exercise of the right of freedom of opinion and expression and the right to exchange information in the Arab region, as well as the interest given to the situation of the basic infrastructure of telecommunications networks, as well as the content of those sites and its ways of attracting its visitors. The spread of illiteracy and poverty in the Arab world and the fluctuation of most Arab governments policies about what is offered by the Internet prevent the spread of the uses of Internet in the region. On this basis, we insist that the diffusion of the Internet in the Arab region passes through the commitment to the principle of freedom of opinion and expression and the right to information as a rule, and that it should not be wasted in any form, and that the law is the only responsible of the control of a site.
 In order to provide Arab countries in the area of the Internet, it should be given more freedom by making the contents free, while maintaining the foundations of the state's identity, customs and traditions. We must develop the human cadres capable of making sophisticated and advanced content, but we must not  forget that the  development of the infrastructure of the Internet, the prevention  from monopoly services, and the reduce of the costs are  of the biggest factors that will take the Arab world to the next stage, especially to e-learning. Are country must increase their business confidence in e-commerce sector to develop their services and get a larger return for their investments.
